INTRODUCTION

Requiring students to wear 

uniforms or conform to 

dress codes is a practice 

that some private schools 

have used for many years to 

help maintain order. Recent 

episodes of violence in 

schools, however, have led 

to an increasing interest in 

bringing uniforms and more 

stringent dress codes into 

public schools as well.

Oslo is committed to establishing a safe environment where the focus 

is on academics. It is the intent of the school program that students 

are dressed and groomed in an appropriate manner that will not 

interfere with or detract from, the educational process.

Studies have shown that a unified dress code policy will promote 

safety, improve discipline and enhance the learning environment. 

Visitors on campus will be evident, students won't compete with each 

other with designer clothes, and the focus will be on academic 

achievement. 

We would like a unified dress code for the 2009 -2010 school year. 

Students attending Oslo will be required to dress in unified styles and 

colors. School colors are solid royal blue, red, white, hunter green, and 

yellow polo shirts.  khaki/tan and navy blue pants.

Why Should We Consider a Change?

*Safety

*Preparation for the Future (Dress For Success)

When left to decide what clothes to wear to school, 

students do not always make choices that adults agree 

with. While the majority may at least minimally conform to 

adults' ideas about what's appropriate, a few may clearly 

push the limits. Some may arrive at school in T -shirts that 

bear slogans or images promoting drugs and alcohol, or 

that display a variety of messages that conflict with 

values the schools are trying to promote. Others may 

swagger around the halls in gang -related garb. Still others 

may show up in provocative clothing. These issues, as 

well as a desire to minimize socioeconomic tensions 

between the "haves" and "have nots," have spurred some 

schools to adopt more stringent dress codes or to require 

students to wear uniforms.

School uniforms make schools safer.

Å Uniforms build a sense of community and school spirit.

Å Uniforms make it easier for school officials to identify non -students .

School uniforms make parentsõ lives easier.

Å Uniforms eliminate the need to argue over what to wear to school.

Å They promote time efficiency and organization through simplicity.

Å School uniforms encourage neatness and organization. 

School uniforms boost academic performance.

Å Students in uniform think more about their studies than

their clothes and are calmer, more polite and more attentive.

Å Students in uniform are more confident, positive and focused on 

success.

School uniforms help boost attendance.

Å Students who do not have to worry about embarrassment over their 

clothes are more likely to attend school.  

Å The safer the school, the more likely children will attend.

School uniforms minimize the difference between rich and poor.

Å School uniforms promote a single standard of dress.

Å Students no longer focus on expensive name brands or fashions.

Å The school environment becomes less competitive.

School uniforms are cost -effective.

Å Uniforms are less expensive than other clothes.

Å A student can be outfitted for about $150 a year.  This includes 

10 to 12 items.

School uniforms encourage individual self -expression.

Å With uniforms, students find ways to express themselves creatively, 

rather than through their clothes ðthrough the arts, music, sports, 

personality and academic achievement.
