News from the Guidance Department:  

¶ Students who are interested in taking the ASVAB test should sign up in the Guidance Department.  The deadline for 

signing up is December 8, and the test will be administered in the auditorium on December 9 at 8:00 a.m. 

¶ Seniors may begin on-line registration for Bright Futures on December 1st at www.FloridaStudentFinancialAid.org  

¶ Local scholarship applications will become available on December 23rd through the schoolôs website: 

www.go-sharks.org 

¶ Parents of college bound seniors need to fill out FAFSA applications (www.fafsa.ed.gov) beginning but not before 

January 1st.  You will need your 2009 tax information to fill out this form. 

¶ Seniors applying to 2-year or 4-year colleges & universities should complete applications ASAP if they have not al-

ready done so.  The deadline for transcript requests before winter break is December 14th to allow processing time.   

¶ ACT registration deadline: January 5 for the February 6 test date 

¶ SAT registration deadlines: December 15 for the January 23 test date and February 4 for the March 15 test date.
