Parents of seniors should attend a FAFSA presentation at 6:30 pm on January 24th in the Media Center. 

Seniors applying to 2-year or 4-year colleges & universities should complete applications ASAP if you have not al-

ready done so.  The deadline for transcript requests before winter break is December 14th to allow processing time.   

ACT Registration deadline: January 4th for the February 9th test date 

SAT Registration deadlines: December 20th for the January 27th test date and February 2nd for the March 10th  

test date.
